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Lengthy and/or difficult DBQ documents often need to be, at the teacher's discretion, adapted, parsed or otherwise modified for classroom use in a variety of ways, including: 

· compare and contrast points of view by juxtaposing a quote, key idea,          

      paragraph, etc. from one document with a comparable excerpt from another   

      passage or another pertinent reading. 
-     reduce document size by excerpting key passages.

· annotate the text as needed to clarify unfamiliar terms and difficult    

concepts ‑‑ insert definitions in brackets after the word, or write in margins and connect to the text with arrows. 
· supplement the text as needed by "cutting and pasting" into the document
     (above it, alongside, below it, or on a separate sheet of paper) appropriate  

     background information about the author, the audience and/or the significance        of his/her work. 

· supplement the text as needed by inserting a sidebar that explains what the
      reader should look for, e.g..: a list of definitions, a timeline, or other  

      information likely to help students better understand the document within its
      proper historical context.

· edit the text as needed to add emphasis to key ideas, events, people, phrases,
      etc., by underlining, highlighting or using bold type.

· edit the text as needed to reduce its length by eliminated extraneous and/or
     redundant information. 
· edit the text as needed to enhance its readability by breaking‑up long passages
      into paragraphs of roughly the same size; and/or numbering the passages        for a Think‑Pair​-Share cooperative learning activity.
